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In the coming weeks runway and taxiway cracks
will be filled. This will require closure of runway
15-33 and taxiway A for about two days
each. Work will be done when the air tempera-
ture is at or above 40 degrees F and the sur-
faces are dry. While you can look at the forecast
to guess which day will result in a closure, actual
days will likely be determined the day before.

At that point we will send out another E-Mail and
a NOTAM issued closing the appropriate surface
(Runway 15-33, Taxiway A,Taxiway C, Cross-
wind, etc). We will do our best to accommodate
limited take-offs and landings. Since this will re-
quire that the workers clear the runway of people
and equipment, normal operations will be too
disruptive of the crack filling process. To accom-
modate people who need to depart or return
from a trip, pilots who fly to work on aircraft or
businesses who have aircraft flown in to MLA to
perform work, pilots will need to coordinate their
plans with an airport rep. Since that rep may not
be on-site during the entire sealing process, it is
suggested that any pilot needing to depart or
leave provide reasonable notification. Note that
the40 degree F air temperature requirement may
result in the runway being open until mid-
morning on many winter days. USAFA aircraft
may be able to operate normally prior to the run-
way being closed

Work will only be done Monday-Friday. Airport
rep is Ron Lee (719) 683-3701—Email:

Taxiway closures will not be cleared. Aircraft will
be expected to back taxi as required around
crack sealing equipment using due diligence to
monitor other arriving and departing traffic. Run-
way 8-26 will remain open except for a short pe-
riod to fill cracks and that will not happen at the
same time as a runway 15-33 closure. We ap-
preciate your cooperation and understanding
while we undertake this project to maintain the
runway/taxiway system in good condition.
